a. All classes will begin at 5:28 p.m. at the TRC boathouse and last about one and one
half hours to two hours.

b. For those taking sculling classes, everyone will be expected to attend a demonstration
of how to get back into a rowing shell (our boats) from the water. This recovery drill
will be held in a clean freshwater pond and not in the Maumee River. The drill will be
scheduled on a Saturday with a date to be determined in the near future.

c. For sculling students, the other three Saturday mornings will be open rowing
supervised by TRC members, but without formal instruction

d. Please don’t forget to enter your date of birth and E-mail address (if you have one) of
the form as well.

e. Check the appropriate box (one only) for your choice of sculling only ($100), sweep
only ($100), or both ($180).
